Cautions & Notices
N Allow vehicle to cool down before working on the cooling system

N Never try and straighten a fan blade

N Aluminum water pumps are vulnerable to breakage if manufacturer’s specifications aren’t followed

Related Components for Inspection/Troubleshooting
L Check fan blades for cracks, bends, breaks, loose rivets or damage

L Make sure fan blade doesn’t have any run-out

L Check fan clutch (if applicable) for any loss silicone, too much play or damage

L Check for worn or broken engine mounts-replace if necessary

L Inspect radiator for any type of damage, Pressure test radiator cap for proper holding pressure, 

Inspect thermostat and thermostat housing and replace if needed

L Check belt tensioner (if applicable), Check pulley/s and replace if damaged, Check belt/belts and 

replace them in they are glazed, cracked or damaged

L Inspect radiator shroud and mounts for damage

L Check the overflow reservoir for damage

L Check the condition of cooling system hoses and replace if needed
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Installation Tips
Flush the cooling system prior to installing the new water pump-use manufacturer’s specifications

Never strike the water pump shaft-this will cause damage to the new water pump

Tighten/torque the bolts according to manufacturer specifications

Adjust belts to proper tension (if applicable) per manufacturer’s specifications

Fill cooling system with proper coolant according to manufacturer’s specifications

After installation of the water pump to the engine, turn the hub by hand and check for rotation

Post Installation (Test Drive Auto)
Pressure test the system for leaks

Check for sufficient fan blade clearance between the blade and radiator/shroud
